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ADMISSION TO KEYSTONE COLLEGE

Provisional Acceptance
   Keys Program: In special cases where students have not performed up to their potential and some 
concern exists as to their ability to succeed in college, they may be offered a provisional acceptance 
to the College. These students must participate in Keystone’s Keys Program, which provides special 
academic reinforcement services. Freshman students who are provisionally admitted to the College 
must achieve a 2.0 GPA at the end of  their second semester. Failure to do so will result in academic 
suspension from the College. These students may require additional semesters to þnish their degrees.

WITHDRAWALS, REFUNDS, AND CREDITS

Refund Policy
   If  a student completes the ofþcial withdrawal process before the þrst day of  classes for the 
payment period, Keystone College will refund 100% of  all tuition, lab fee(s), activities fee, health 
fee, technology fee, and room and board charges. Keystone College will return all respective Title IV 
awarded monies, in full, to the appropriate program accounts.
   When a student withdraws on or after the þrst day of  classes, Keystone College will refund the 
difference between any amount paid toward tuition and board charges (which includes þnancial 
aid payments) and the amount of  charges retained on the student’s account for the period of  the 
student’s attendance. The charges retained on the student’s account are in accordance with the return 
of  Title IV Refunds Policy, as directed by federal regulations. 
   A student who withdraws on or before the 60% point of  time in the period of  enrollment, for 
which the student has been charged, is only eligible to receive the amount of  Title IV Federal Aid 
earned during his or her actual enrollment. Keystone College must, per federal regulations, calculate 
a refund of  Title IV Federal Aid to be returned under the federal refund calculation. Refunds of  
tuition and board, if  applicable, for students as a result of  an ofþcial withdrawal will be made 
according to the appropriate tuition refund schedule. These schedules are listed further in this 
section.
   The room charge is not refundable due to a withdrawal; however, board is prorated as of  the end 
of  the calendar week of  withdrawal. Institutional fees are not refunded. An unofþcial withdrawal 
will be calculated at a maximum refund of  50%.
   The date used to calculate the refund is the ofþcial withdrawal date as determined by Keystone 
College. Backdating withdrawal dates is not permissible.
   After the last day to add classes, no reduction is granted to a student who withdraws from one or 
more courses but remains registered in others.  No adjustment is made from full-time to part-time 
status after the add deadline.
   The Title IV portion of  the refund will be distributed to the Title IV programs, up to the full 
amount received from each program for the enrollment period in question. Title IV funds are 
returned to the appropriate accounts in the following order:

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS

Direct Loan Program
The Direct Loan allows students to borrow in their own name and requires no credit evaluation.  A 

Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) is required for all loan applicants.  On the FAFSA, 
indicate that you are interested in student loans.  The U.S. Department of  Education is the lender.  
Direct Loans have a þxed interest rate.  The Subsidized Direct Loan interest rate for the 2010-2011 
academic year is 4.5%.  The Direct Loan can be either interest subsidized (federal government does not 
charge in-school and grace period interest payments) or unsubsidized (student makes interest payments 
during in-school and grace periods or has interest added on to the amount borrowed and repaid with 
principal after grace period).  Eligibility for interest subsidy is based on demonstrated þnancial need as 
determined by the federal needs analysis when the FAFSA is þled.  Interest does not accrue nor does 
repayment begin on Subsidized Direct Loans until termination of  college enrollment on at least a half-
time basis.  Interest accrued during in-school and the grace period is paid by the federal government.

The aggregate maximum for undergraduate study is $31,000 for dependent students and $57,500 for 
independent students.  Of  these maximums, no more than $23,000 can be subsidized.

Students will be required to complete an electronic Federal Direct Loan Application/Master 
Promissory Note (MPN).  Further instructions are available on the Keystone College website under 
Financial Aid.

Annual loan limits are determined by grade level and if  a student is dependent or independent.  For 
the academic year 2010 – 2011 the annual loan limits are as follows:

Å	 $6,625 for Preparatory coursework for enrollment in an undergraduate program and at least 
	 $4,000 of  this amount must be in unsubsidized loans
Å	 $7,500 for a Freshman (0 to 29 credits completed) and at least $4,000 of  this amount must 
	 be in unsubsidized loans
Å	 $8,500 for a Sophomore (30 to 59 credits completed) and at least $4,000 of  this amount 
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must be in unsubsidized loans
Å	 $10,500 for a Junior and/or Senior (60 completed credits or more) and at least $5,000 of  this 
	 amount must be in unsubsidized loans.
Loan proceeds are sent directly to the Student Business Services Ofþce at Keystone College and 

will be credited to a student’s account. Two disbursements will be made for each approved loan. If  
disbursed by check, proceeds cannot be credited to the account until the student endorses the check. 
Students will be notiþed when the check or EFT has arrived or the loan has been disbursed to the 
account. 

Keystone College participates with some lenders in the Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) of  Stafford 
and/or Plus loans, thereby eliminating the disbursement of  loan checks and the need for borrower 
endorsement.  
 
Additional Unsubsidized Direct Loan

Unsubsidized loans have a þxed interest rate of  6.8%.  Increased loan limits under the Unsubsidized 
Direct Loan program are available to independent undergraduate students and dependent 
undergraduate students whose parents are unable to obtain a Direct PLUS Loan.

The annual maximum amounts available through the Unsubsidized Direct Loan are $4,000 for 
freshmen and sophomores, $5,000 for juniors and seniors, and up to $12,000 for graduate students.

Repayment of  principal begins six months after completion of  the program of  study or leaves for 
more than six months.  Interest accrual begins immediately during in-school and deferment.  Interest 
accruing during these periods may be paid or capitalized.

Federal Pell Grant 
   The Pell Grant for the 2010-2011 academic year (July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011) maximum award is 
$5,550. 

Pennsylvania State Financial Aid Programs PHEAA State Grant 
   The deadline for the Pennsylvania State Grant Program, administered by Pennsylvania Higher 
Education Assistance Agency (PHEAA) 2010-2011 academic year is May 1, 2010.

ACADEMIC POLICIES
 
Academic Fresh Start

The Academic Fresh Start policy is designed to forgive the grades of  those students who attended 
college and were not ready for the rigors of  higher education at that time.

1.  The student must formally request the fresh start, in writing, to the Dean of  Academic Affairs, 
who will then bring the request to the Standing of  Students committee.
2.  The student must have been separated from Keystone College for a minimum of  seven years 
and the forgiven coursework may not have been used to confer a degree either by Keystone 
College or any other institution.
3.  The forgiven courses must have been taken before the separation from Keystone College. They 



do not apply to courses taken after the academic fresh start.
4.  The entire term or terms are forgiven. A student may not choose individual courses or 
semesters. It is an all-or-nothing policy.
5.  The forgiven grades are shown as “WF” on the academic transcript, and are not factored in the 
grade point average.
6.  The student must achieve a grade point average of  2.00 or higher in their þrst semester of  
academic fresh start or suspension will result.

Early Childhood Education

 The Pennsylvania Department of  Education has formulated early childhood teacher preparation guidelines 

to meet the requirements of  Chapter 49-2, which will align with the new certiþcation grade designations. Early 
childhood certiþcation is Pre Kindergarten to grade 4; elementary/middle certiþcation is grades 4 through 8. 
Additionally, changes in Chapter 49-2 mandate that all education certiþcation programs must include coursework 
that addresses the needs of  diverse learners and English language learners. 

  Keystone College is guided by the philosophy that every student should have the opportunity to attain his/her 
full potential. The mission of  the baccalaureate program in early childhood education is to prepare teachers who 
think critically, act independently, and collaborate in ways that transform lives in our global society. The program is 
organized to foster the development of  skilled teachers who can utilize best practices for planning and preparing 



environments and instruction in early childhood settings. These educators will be self-directed individuals who 
can communicate effectively, make informed decisions, think critically and creatively, and examine ethical issues in 
order to improve the quality of  life in the community and the environment.

   The goals for the bachelor of  science degree in early childhood education program include:  
Å Preparing individuals to teach children Pre-K - grade 4 in a variety of  settings and in a manner that supports 	
and afþrms the individual characteristics of  each child.
Å Providing information about child development, learning theories, and naturalistic study of  young children as 
the foundation for competency development.
Å Offering courses and activities based on a developmental perspective that views learning as an integrated, 
constructive activity.
Å Providing numerous opportunities to apply theoretical knowledge to appropriate practices in authentic 
settings.
Å Providing observation, participation and pre-student teaching experiences in line with a developmental, 
sequential þeldwork plan for a minimum of  three hours per week for seven of  the eight semesters (Field 
work must include a minimum of  40 hours of  initial observation and 150 hours of  pre-student teaching þeld 
experiences). Current annual clearances (criminal history, child abuse, FBI, and health appraisal with negative 
TB test) are required for þeldwork.
Å Preparing early childhood professionals who value the special characteristics of  young children, who 
understand the primacy of  family, who view learning as part of  a holistic developmental process, who create 
age, individual, and culturally appropriate educational environments which support and nurture children’s 
development, and who work cooperatively with parents and other professionals.
Å Adapting instructional strategies for children with special needs including the needs of  English language 
learners.
Å Preparing early childhood professionals who can competently:
	 Å engage in instructional planning and preparation;
	 Å establish classroom environments;
	 Å demonstrate instructional strategies;
	 Å demonstrate effective classroom adaptations for children with ability differences; 
	 Å demonstrate professionalism.
   Keystone College offers a bachelor of  science degree in early childhood education which prepares students 

for Pennsylvania certiþcation to teach in the public schools and to work with young children Pre-K to grade 4 
in a variety of  settings including child care centers, Head Start programs, nursery schools, and early intervention 
programs for children with special needs. Weekly þeld experiences are essential program components and are 
integrated into all education coursework and are arranged by the Field Coordinator for education. Current criminal 
history, child abuse clearances, FBI clearances, and a current health appraisal, including an annual TB screening, 
are required prior to engaging in þeldwork. Students are responsible for obtaining clearances on an annual basis 
and copies must be on þle in the education ofþce. Students meeting all Pennsylvania Department of  Education 
Certiþcation requirements as outlined in the exit criteria, with a GPA of  3.00, or greater, receive a bachelor of  
science degree in early childhood education.

   Education students are required to participate in freshman and junior projects. They must also attend 
education seminars and education information sessions as scheduled and join a professional education 
organization.

   Education students are required to pay a semester fee of  $70 for curriculum lab fees (Weekender students $40 
per trimester), $150 þeld experience fee per semester, and $250 for each student teaching placement. Education 
majors pay a one time only fee of  $89, or the current market price, to purchase Live Text for electronic portfolio 
development.

3Field Experiences are essential program components and are integrated into coursework in each semester for the 
bachelor of  science in early childhood education. They are usually scheduled Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 
p.m. during typical working hours. Students must register for ECE 001 to 007 (Field Experiences) each semester as 
advised. Field experiences carry no credit and require annual clearances (FBI, criminal history, and child abuse, and 
a health appraisal which includes a negative TB test). Failure to obtain clearances will prohibit þeld participation 
and will hinder progress in the program.

   	 Declaration of  early childhood education as a major does not ensure admission to the education 
program. Teacher candidates are expected to follow the catalog that is in force at the time they are accepted into 
the education program as a teacher candidate.

   Students must take and pass the PRAXIS I: Academic Skills Assessments (Pre-Professional Skills Tests in 
Reading, Writing, and Mathematics) at the completion of  36 credits. PRAXIS preparation classes are offered to 
Keystone College students as a service. To apply for formal admission, students  must obtain a 3.00 or greater 
GPA in the most recent 48 credits, which must include six credits of  mathematics equivalent to Math 102 or 
higher, English 101, English 102, English 201 or 202, History 109 or 110, and a laboratory science, pass PRAXIS 
I Assessments in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics, complete an interview with the coordinator of  the early 
childhood education program, and meet with designated education faculty members to review the progress in the 
program.

   Students not eligible to be accepted into the education program after the completion of  48 credits will be 
asked to choose another major.

   After formal admission to the early childhood education program, students must continue to maintain a 3.00 
or greater GPA, fulþll required þeld experiences, and attempt the required PRAXIS II: Early Childhood Education 
(0020) and Fundamental Subjects: Content Knowledge (0511), prior to engaging in student teaching experiences. 
Students who are not successful in passing the PRAXIS I or PRAXIS II series must participate in the preparation 
classes offered at the College. The Field Placement Coordinator will not accept applications for student teaching 
without evidence of  PRAXIS I scores and attempting to pass PRAXIS II series specialty test(s). Student teaching 
candidates must meet with the Field Placement Coordinator by October 15th to be eligible for a student teaching 
experience in the spring semester. Student teaching candidates must meet with the Field Placement Coordinator by 
February 15th to be eligible for a student teaching experience in the fall semester.

   The early childhood education curriculum requires a cumulative 3.00 GPA, as well as a 3.00 GPA in major 
courses. Students who do not meet this requirement will be placed on probation and given one semester to reattain 
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a 3.00 GPA in order to continue in the program. If  the 3.00 GPA is not reattained, the student is NOT eligible to 
continue in the early childhood education degree program. Individuals who enroll in the College with an associate 
degree, or with 48 or more transfer credits must take and pass the PRAXIS I prior to consideration for admission 
to the education program. 

   The þnal semester of  the education program is considered the professional semester and candidates are 
participating in student teaching. Because of  the intensity of  the combined coursework and experiences, it 
is recommended that student not be employed. All education coursework essential for the student teaching 
experience must be completed prior to the student teaching experience(s).

   Not every course is offered every semester at every location. Consequently, teacher candidates should expect 
to complete 300- and 400-level courses at the La Plume campus. Education courses and required observation and 
þeldwork must be completed during the school year August to May.  Special circumstances may allow for planned 
summer experiences if  opportunities exist and are appropriate for teacher candidates (Governor’s Institute, Urban 
Education Experiences, Adopt-A-School Programs). Course offerings are dependent on enrollment.

   Students should meet each semester with advisers to plan course schedules. Course sequence advising 
sheets must be followed. Any variation from the required sequence must be approved by the adviser. Education 
courses must be taken at Keystone College unless approved by the adviser and the Registrar. Because of  þeld 
requirements, education courses are not offered online. Further, education courses cannot be challenged nor 
will credit by assessment be approved unless speciþc criteria for portfolio elements are met and approved by the 
adviser and documentation for þeld work exists.

   The academic adviser assists the student in planning his/her curriculum and in pre-registration, and monitors 
student progress on a semester by semester basis; however, the student is ultimately responsible for meeting the 
requirements of  the curriculum selected.

   All education forms and information updates will be available online. It is the student’s responsibility to check 
these updates frequently. Communication with all students will be through the Keystone e-mail system. It is the 
responsibility of  each student to use the e-mail address provided by the College.

Overall Graduation Requirements: Successful completion of  the exit criteria includes completion of  an 
admission screening, entrance essay, two letters of  recommendation, portfolio review, and completion of  all 
coursework, a cumulative GPA of  3.00, and all Keystone College and Pennsylvania Department of  Education 
requirements.

The sophomore education 
program admission requirements include the following: completion of  48 credits, passing scores on the 
PRAXIS I series tests, six credits in math, six credits in English, three credits in American Literature, 
three credits in a laboratory science, three credits in American History, an overall GPA of  3.00, required þeld 
experiences, and the reÿective essay, Why I Want to Be a Teacher.
Å Successful completion of  all general education requirements.
Å Successful completion of  all program requirements with a òBó or better as determined by the curriculum 
coordinator.
Å Successful completion of  freshman and junior projects as determined by the curriculum coordinator.
Å Documentation of  attempting to pass the PRAXIS II series tests prior to the professional semester when 
student teaching occurs and participating in PRAXIS preparation if  not successful in passing the PRAXIS II 



series exams. 
Å Successful completion of  the applications for student teaching with recommendations from two full-time 
education faculty.
Å Successful completion of  student teaching requirements with a òBó or better in each placement. Two seven-
week placements (35 day minimum in each placement) for a minimum of  14 weeks are required.
Å Successful evaluation on the PDE-430.
Å Successful completion of  the senior portfolio interview (for all areas of  concentration).
Å Successful maintenance of  the required GPA (3.00 cumulative).
Å Completion of  the application for graduation including signatures from the academic adviser(s), curriculum 
coordinator(s) and department division chair(s).
Å Successful illustration of  the student teaching competencies as deþned in the education manual and the 
student teaching course outline, i.e. competencies in:

    Keystone College offers a certiþcation program in Early Childhood/Special Education.   The ECE 

certiþcation will allow students to teach in grades Pre-K through 4.  The special education certiþcation will allow 
students to instruct children with and without ability differences from in grades pre-K through grade 8. 

   Keystone College is guided by the philosophy that every student should have the opportunity to attain his/her 
full potential. The mission of  the baccalaureate program in early childhood education is to prepare teachers who 
think critically, act independently, and collaborate in ways that transform lines in our global society. The program is 
organized to foster the development of  skilled teachers who can utilize best practices for planning and preparing 
environments and instruction in early childhood settings. These educators will be self-directed individuals who 
can communicate effectively, make informed decisions, think critically and creatively, and examine ethical issues in 
order to improve the quality of  life in the community and the environment.

Å Providing observation, participation and pre-student teaching experiences in line with a developmental, 
sequential þeldwork plan for a minimum of  three hours per week for seven of  the eight semesters (þeld 
work must include a minimum of  40 hours of  initial observation and 150 hours of  pre student teaching þeld 
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experiences).  Students enrolled in the ECE/Special Education program will be placed for some þeld 
experiences in inclusive settings with direction from certiþed special education teachers.   Current annual 
clearances (criminal history, child abuse, FBI and health appraisal with negative TB test) are required for 
þeldwork.
Å Preparing professionals who value the special characteristics of  children, who understand the primacy of  
family, who view learning as part of  a holistic developmental process, who create age, individual, and culturally 
appropriate, educational environments which support and nurture children’s development, and who work 
cooperatively with parents and other professionals.

   Keystone College offers a Bachelor of  Science degree in early childhood education/special education which 

prepares students for Pennsylvania certiþcation to teach in the public schools and to work with  children Pre-K 
to grade 4 in a variety of  settings including child care centers, Head Start programs, nursery schools, and early 
intervention programs for children with ability differences.

Weekly þeld experiences are essential program components and are integrated into all education coursework 
and are arranged by the Field Coordinator for education. Current criminal history, child abuse clearances, FBI 
clearances, and a current health appraisal, including an annual TB screening, are required prior to engaging in 
þeldwork. Students are responsible for obtaining clearances on an annual basis and copies must be on þle in the 
education ofþce.

Students meeting all Pennsylvania Department of  Education Certiþcation requirements as outlined in the exit 
criteria, with a GPA of  3.00, or greater, receive a Bachelor of  Science degree in early childhood education/special 
education. 

Education students are required to participate in freshman and junior projects. They must also attend education 
seminars and education information sessions as scheduled and join a professional education organization.   
Education students are required to pay a semester fee of  $70 for curriculum lab fees (Weekender students $40 
per trimester), $150 þeld experience fee per semester, and $250 for each student teaching placement.   Education 
majors pay a one time only fee of  $89, or the current market price, to purchase Live Text for electronic portfolio 
development.

Declaration of  early childhood /special education as a major does not ensure admission to the education 
program. Teacher candidates are expected to follow the catalog that is in force at the time they are accepted into 
the education program as a teacher candidate.

Students must take and pass the PRAXIS I: Academic Skills Assessments (Pre-Professional Skills Tests in 
Reading, Writing, and Mathematics) at the completion of  36 credits. PRAXIS preparation classes are offered to 
Keystone College students as a service. 

To apply for formal admission, students must obtain a 3.00 or greater GPA in the most recent 48 credits, which 
must include six credits of  mathematics equivalent to Math 102 or higher, English 101, English 102, English 201 
or 202, History 110, and a laboratory science, pass PRAXIS I Assessments in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics, 
complete an formal admissions interview with designated education faculty members to review the progress in the 
program.  Students not eligible to be accepted into the education program after the completion of  48 credits will 
be asked to choose another major.

After formal admission to the early childhood education/special education program, students must continue 
to maintain a 3.00 or greater GPA, fulþll required þeld experiences, and attempt the required PRAXIS II: Early 
Childhood Education (10020) and Fundamental Subjects: Content Knowledge (20511),  Special Education:  
Education of  Exceptional Students (20353) prior to engaging in student teaching experiences. Students who are 



not successful in passing the PRAXIS I or PRAXIS II series must participate in the preparation classes offered at 
the College. The Field Placement Coordinator will not accept applications for student teaching without evidence 
of  passing PRAXIS I scores and attempting to pass PRAXIS II series specialty test(s). Student teaching candidates 
must meet with the Field Placement Coordinator by October 15th to be eligible for a student teaching experience 
in the spring semester. Student teaching candidates must meet with the Field Placement Coordinator by February 
15th to be eligible for a student teaching experience in the fall semester.

The early childhood/special education curriculum requires a cumulative 3.00 GPA, as well as a 3.00 GPA in 
major courses. Students who do not meet this requirement will be placed on probation and given one semester 
to re-attain a 3.00 GPA in order to continue in the program. If  the 3.00 GPA is not re-attained, the student is 
NOT eligible to continue in the early childhood/special education degree program. Individuals who enroll in the 
College with an associate degree, or with 48 or more transfer credits must take and pass the PRAXIS I prior to 
consideration for admission to the education program. 

 The þnal semester of  the education program is considered the professional semester and candidates are 
participating in student teaching. 

Student teaching will take place in the two grade bands not covered in the Pre-student teaching experience.  
One student teaching experience will be under the supervision of  college personnel and cooperating teachers who 
have special education certiþcation. 

Because of  the intensity of  the combined coursework and experiences, it is recommended that student not be 
employed. All education coursework essential for the student teaching experience must be completed prior to the 
student teaching experience(s).

Not every course is offered every semester at every location. Consequently, teacher candidates should expect 
to complete 300- and 400-level courses at the La Plume campus. Education courses and required observation 
and þeldwork must be completed during the school year August to May.  Special circumstances may allow for 
planned summer experiences if  opportunities exist and are appropriate for teacher candidates. Course offerings are 
dependent on enrollment.

 Students should meet each semester with advisers to plan course schedules. Course sequence advising 
sheets must be followed. Any variation from the required sequence must be approved by the adviser. Education 
courses must be taken at Keystone College unless approved by the adviser and the Registrar. Because of  þeld 
requirements, education courses are not offered online. Further, education courses cannot be challenged nor 
will credit by assessment be approved unless speciþc criteria for portfolio elements are met and approved by the 
adviser and documentation for þeld work exists.

The academic adviser assists the student in planning his/her curriculum and in pre-registration, and monitors 
student progress on a semester by semester basis; however, the student is ultimately responsible for meeting the 
requirements of  the curriculum selected.

All education forms and information updates will be available online. It is the student’s responsibility to check 
these updates frequently. Communication with all students will be through the Keystone e-mail system. It is the 
responsibility of  each student to use the e-mail address provided by the College.

effectively, make informed decisions, think critically and creatively, and examine ethical issues in order to improve 
the quality of  school experiences.

      The Pennsylvania Department of  Education has formalized middle level teacher preparation guidelines to 
meet the requirements of  Chapter 49-2, which align with the new certiþcation grade designations. Early childhood 
certiþcation is PK to grade 4; middle level certiþcation is grades 4 through 8. Additionally, changes in Chapter 49-2 
mandate that all education certiþcation programs must include coursework which addresses the needs of  diverse 
learners and English language learners. 

   Keystone College is guided by the philosophy that every student should have the opportunity to attain his/
her full potential. The mission of  the baccalaureate program in middle level education is to educate women and 
men in the liberal arts tradition, emphasizing professional teacher preparation. The program is organized to foster 
the development of  skilled teachers who can utilize best practices for planning and preparing environments and 
instruction in middle level classrooms. These educators will be self-directed individuals who can communicate 
effectively, make informed decisions, think critically and creatively, and examine ethical issues in order to improve 
the quality of  school experiences. 

  The goals for the bachelor of  science degree in middle level education currently include: 
Å Preparing individuals to teach grade 4-8.
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Å Providing a strong foundation in knowledge of  child development.
Å Providing a family-centered, community-based context for the study of  education.

Å Helping teacher candidates become skilled in assessing the abilities of  learners, skilled in organizing 
educational activities that promote high levels of  achievement, and building relationships with learners that 
foster optimum development.
Å Adapting instructional strategies for children with special needs.
Å Encouraging teacher candidates to concentrate on intermediate grades with a specialized focus in a content 
area for 7th and 8th grades. 
Å Providing observation, participation and pre-student teaching experiences in line with a developmental, 
sequential þeldwork plan for a minimum of  three hours per week for seven of  the eight semesters. Current 
annual clearances (criminal history, child abuse, FBI and health appraisal with negative TB test) are required for 
þeldwork.
Å Focusing on the special and differing characteristics and needs of  learners in rural communities and urban 
areas including the needs of  English language learners.
Å Preparing middle level educators who can competently:

   Keystone College offers a bachelor of  science degree in middle level education which currently prepares 

students for Pennsylvania certiþcation to teach children grades 4-8 in public and private schools. Weekly þeld 
experiences are essential program components and are integrated into all education coursework and are arranged 
by the Field Coordinator for education. Current criminal history, child abuse clearances, and FBI clearances as 
well as a current health appraisal, including an annual TB screening, are required prior to engaging in þeldwork. 
Students are responsible for obtaining clearances on an annual basis and copies must be on þle in the education 
ofþce. Students meeting all Pennsylvania Department of  Education certiþcation requirements as outlined in the 
exit criteria, with a cumulative GPA of  3.00 or greater, receive a bachelor of  science in middle level education.

   Education students are required to participate in freshman and junior projects. They must also attend 
education seminars and education information sessions as scheduled and join a professional education 
organization.

       Education students are required to pay a semester fee of  $70 for curriculum lab fees (Weekender students 
$40 per trimester), $150 þeld experience fee per semester, and $250 for each student teaching placement. 
Education majors pay a one time only fee of  $89, or the current market price, to purchase Live Text for electronic 
portfolio development.

   Students must take and pass the PRAXIS I: Academic Skills Assessments (Pre-Professional Skills Tests in 
Reading, Writing, and Mathematics) at the completion of  36 credits. PRAXIS preparation classes are offered to 
Keystone College students as a service. To apply for formal admission, students must obtain a 3.00 GPA in the 
most recent 48 credits, which must include six credits of  mathematics equivalent to Math 102 or higher, English 
101, English 102, English 201 or 202, History 109 or 110, and a laboratory science, pass PRAXIS I Assessments 
in Reading, Writing, and Mathematics, complete an interview with the coordinator of  the middle level education 
program, and meet with designated education faculty members to review progress in the program.

   Students not eligible to be accepted into the education program after completion of  48 credits will be asked 
to choose another major.

   After formal admission to the middle level education program, students must continue to maintain a 
3.00 GPA, fulþll required þeld experiences and attempt the required PRAXIS II  prior to engaging in student 
teaching experiences.  Students who are not successful in passing the PRAXIS I series and attempting to pass the 
required PRAXIS II series must participate in the preparation classes offered at the College. The Field Placement 
Coordinator will not accept applications for student teaching without evidence of  passing PRAXIS I scores and 
attempting the PRAXIS II series specialty test(s). Student teaching candidates must meet with the Field Placement 
Coordinator by October 15th to be eligible for a student teaching experience in the spring semester. Student 
teaching candidates must meet with the Field Placement Coordinator by February 15th to be eligible for a student 
teaching experience in the fall semester.

   The middle level education curriculum requires a cumulative 3.00 GPA or greater and a 3.00 GPA in all major 
courses. Students who do not meet this requirement will be placed on probation and given one semester to reattain 
a 3.00 GPA in order to continue in the program. If  the 3.00 GPA is not reattained, the student is NOT eligible to 
continue in the elementary education degree program.

   Individuals who enroll in the College with an associate degree, or with 48 or more transfer credits, must 
take and pass the PRAXIS I prior to consideration for acceptance to the education program.  Individuals with a 
bachelorõs degree who seek accelerated certiþcation must have passing PRAXIS I series scores prior to acceptance 
to the education program.

   The seventh and eighth semesters of  the education program are considered professional semesters and 



teacher candidates are participating in student teaching. Because of  the intensity of  the combined coursework and 
experiences, it is recommended that students not be employed. All education coursework essential for the student 
teaching experience must be completed prior to the student teaching experience.

   Not every course is offered every semester at every location. Consequently, teacher candidates should expect 
to complete 300 and 400-level courses at the La Plume campus. Education courses and required observation 
and þeldwork must be completed during the school year August through May. Special circumstances may allow 
for planned summer experiences if  opportunities exist and are appropriate for teacher candidates (Governor’s 
Institute, Urban Education Experiences, Adopt-A-School Programs).  Course offerings are dependent on 
enrollment.

   Students should meet each semester with advisers to plan coursework schedules. Course sequence advising 
sheets must be followed. Any variation from the required sequence must be approved by the adviser. Education 
courses must be taken at Keystone College unless approved by the adviser and the Registrar. Because of  þeld 
requirements, education courses are not offered online. Further, education courses cannot be challenged nor 
will credit by assessment be approved unless speciþc criteria for portfolio elements are met and approved by the 
adviser and documentation for þeld work exists.

EdUCATION

eARlY CHIldHOOd edUCATION
ECE 315 Early Literacy Foundations, Pre K, Kindergarten, & 1st Grade: Designed to establish the founda-
tions of  early literacy development of  children in Pre-K, Kindergarten, and First Grade with respect to reading, 
writing, speaking and listening, and is based on the premise that language development is the foundation of  all lit-
eracy learning. Students will demonstrate and apply their understanding of  content knowledge, child development 
and researched-based practices as they develop and implement micro teaching lessons.  They will further develop 
their teaching styles and build conþdence through practice presenting these lessons. Fieldwork required and clear-
ances necessary. Prerequisite EDUC 215. 3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assignments. 3 credits.

ECE 325 Teaching Reading in Grade 2-4: Designed to establish the foundations of  literacy development of  
children in second through fourth grade with respect to reading, writing, speaking and listening and builds on the 
content from ECE 315. Updated information on current trends, research and state standards will be presented.  
Students will apply appropriate teaching strategies, assessments and adaptations when developing and implement-
ing literacy lessons as well as develop and build conþdence through practice teaching. Fieldwork required and 
clearances necessary.  Prerequisites ECE 315. 3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assignments, 3 credits.

EDUC 215 Teaching Literacy through Literature: Includes in-depth study of  literary genres, including poetry 
and expository text and their roles in reading development, diverse perspectives in children’s literature, digital 
and online texts and using literature in all curriculum areas. The direct connection between literature and reading 
development and instruction is the focus of  this course, as well as connecting literature to all curriculum areas. 
Students will select, read and analyze literature, design lessons and activities directly aligned with the PA Standards 
and Assessment Anchors. This class is highly interactive and when possible students will simulate those techniques 
and strategies that they will be using as future teachers. Fieldwork required and clearances necessary. 3 hours lecture 
and discussion + þeld assignments. 3 credits

EDUC 327 Foundations of  Reading Instruction:  Designed to establish the foundations of  literacy devel-
opment of  children in fourth through eighth grade, content covers beginning literacy, strategies for word level 
instruction, vocabulary and comprehension strategies, writing and classroom assessment at the elementary and 
middle school level.  Students will plan and present micro teaching lessons that applies foundational knowledge 
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Iand best practices in reading. Fieldwork required and clearances necessary. 3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assign-
ments. 3 credits

EDUC 337 Teaching Reading in Grades 4-8: Builds on the content of  Education 327 and is directed toward 
the early adolescent reader and writer.  Designed to deepen, reþne and improve that content knowledge and 
provide additional strategies to address the challenges of  adolescent literacy. Focuses on reading comprehen-
sion, academic language and writing in content areas. Examines research that shapes middle school reading and 
elements of  effective adolescent literacy programs.  Students will continue to build pedagogy as they practice the 
kinds of  collaborative strategies they will use in their future classrooms and develop and teach literacy lessons 
based on effective instructional strategies and techniques. Fieldwork required and clearances necessary. Prerequisite 
EDUC 327. 3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assignments. 3 credits

EDUC 345 Integrating the Arts for the Developing Child: Pre-service teachers will be introduced to design 
and practice methodology and instructional strategies that engage the young child in quality experiences in visual 
art, dance, theater and music.  Focus will be on appropriate developmental concepts that are experiential and 
process-oriented, that incorporate play, and engage all children, including diverse populations, in authentic learning 
about, in and through the arts. Fieldwork required and clearances necessary. 3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assign-
ments. 3 credits.

EDUC 355 Teaching Writing in Grades 4-8: Required for Middle Education Majors who desire a concentration 
in English/Language Arts and Reading. Content is directly aligned with the Pennsylvania Academic Standards and 
Assessment Anchors.  Students will study narrative, expository and persuasive writing as well other kinds of  class-
room writing tasks.  A distinct focus of  the course will be the þve writing domains ð focus, content, organization, 
style and conventions - and best practices for teaching.  Students will develop and teach mini-lessons on writer’s 
craft as well as learn to develop rubrics. The course has a high degree of  peer collaboration as students participate 
in the steps of  the writing process for a major research assignment.  Scoring student papers with the Pennsylvania 
Writing Rubric and providing a rationale for ÿexible grouping is also a key component of  the course.  Fieldwork 
required and clearances necessary. 3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assignments, 3 credits.

EDUC 405 Strategies for Literacy Assessment and Intervention: Focuses on formative classroom assessment 
and how it can be used to inform instruction. Students will conduct formative assessments essential to planning 
instruction, apply assessment information to design effective interventions, demonstrate strategic tutoring, and 
progress monitor students in their area of  need.  Fieldwork required and clearances necessary. Prerequisite: EDUC 
337.  3 hours lecture and discussion + þeld assignments,  3 credits. 

EDUC 423M Student Teaching at the Middle Level: Supervised, seven-week student teaching experience in 
middle level settings (grades 4, 5, 6, 7, 8) providing teaching opportunities to meet the needs of  individual learners 
through differentiated instructional strategies and classroom management techniques. During this seven-week 
experience, candidates are expected to select and employ the methodologies and strategies modeled and practiced 
during the pre-practicum to meet the needs of  all learners in the classroom. Fieldwork required and clearances are 
necessary. Requires faculty consent. (Open to certiþcation candidates only.) Fall and Spring, $250 student teaching fee, 
7 credits.

INfORmATION TeCHNOlOgY 
IT 330 Ethical and Societal Concerns in Computer Information Technology: Explores the social, ethical, 
and legal implications related to computer technology in our society.  Focuses on extensive and topical coverage of  
issues such as þle sharing, infringement of  intellectual property, security risks, cyber crime, employee surveillance, 
privacy and compliance.  Students will gain a well-developed foundation for ethical decision-making as current or 
future Information Technology leaders. 3 hours lecture and discussion, 3 credits.
